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ABSTRACT

Introduction: The purpose of this study is to analyse the impact of microfinance on
poverty alleviation in the Kalutara district. The study focussed on how loan facility,
Saving Facility, Member’s ability and training affect poverty alleviation.

Design/Methodology/Approach: To achieve the research objectives, the researcher
collected data from 150 customers of microfinance institutes in the Kalutara district.
