The significance of this study lies in its
insights that encourage institutions and businesses to align training programs with the
ever-evolving technological landscape. The research findings offer an insight into the
connection between being prepared for technology advancements and the future paths
of entry-level accountants. The study sheds light on how we can develop a group of
professionals who possess not only knowledge but also the essential technological
skills needed to thrive in the digital age.
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
