It is clear that after penetrating investigation those
utmost techniques have been introduced. Directly the human being is influenced by the vibrant
of Paicabhuitah. It will be caused to originate various troubles erecting a house without

understanding the condition of the projected place. When you are going to build up a house that

is why it is essential that you should have an accurate knowledge about those techniques

Genesis of the Science of Vastu is unable to be deduced. The livelihood and dwelling materials
of ancient people are to be broken through based on archeological Sources. No one is able to find

out any ancient ruins of a house. That is why we have to go through the literary sources.

It is proved that the technical knowledge of ancient constructions was extracted from Sanskrit
Vastu theorems. The theories of Sanskrit vastu have been used for all constructions from the
basement to roof of general houses and palaces in Sri Lanka. They were the first constructors of
formal dwelling places who had come to Sri Lanka as a result of arrival of king Vijaya as well as
Dumindagamanaya. Sri Lankan crafts and architecture or Vastu have originated through those
constructors or craftsmen. Our hereditary technical knowledge which has been evaluated up to
now is formulated based on their great knowledge. The carpenters who had been trained by
Indian architects have taken steps to construct houses in the inward of the country. They have
formulated their traditional = methods of constructions with the help of Indian scientific
theorems. All the dwellings in India have been constructed on theorems depicted in Sanskrit
sources which were used as the main principals by Sri Lankans for their constructions. The
Purana Mayimataya that was used as a hand book of house building in Sri Lanka was compiled

translating Sanskrit stanzas into Sinhala. Simultaneous to the development of technical field of
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the world gradually, the System of house planning also changed. Instead of the man power, the
usage of mechanism has come into practice as a result of upturn of technology. Theorems of
architecture have not changed but the materials that are used for constructions have varied. There
is a vital difference of technical terms, instead of cubit, today architects are using Cm, Ft and
meter for measurements but there is no any difference of theorems of architecture. The modern
architects are using the same theorems as those used by ancient constructors. It is clear that
modern and ancient architects in Sri Lanka follow the same theorems that are depicted in sources

of Sanskrit Vastu.
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
